Psalm 55:22  Cast your burden on the Lord, and He shall sustain you; He shall never permit the righteous to 
be moved. 
 
Hebrews 10: 35,36  Therefore do not cast away your confidence, which has great reward. For you have need 
of endurance, so that after you have done the will of God, you may receive the promise. 
 
Psalm 37:4,5  Delight yourself also in the Lord, and He shall give you the desires of your heart. “Commit 
your way to the Lord, trust also in Him. And He will bring it to pass. 
 
Acts 14:22  Strengthening the souls of the disciples, exhorting them to continue in the faith and saying. We 
must through many tribulations enter the kingdom of God. 
 
Hebrews 12:1-3  Therefore we also, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside 
every weight, and the sin which so easily ensnares us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before 
us. Looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured 
the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. For consider Him who 
endured such hostility from sinners against Himself, let you become weary and discouraged in your souls. 
 
1 Cor 9:24 Do you not know that those who run in a race all run, but one receives the prize? Run in such a 
way that you may obtain it. 
 



Duet 1:21  Look, the Lord your God has set the land before; go up and possess it, as the Lord your God of 
your fathers has spoken to you; do not fear or be discouraged.

One day when I was 18 I went back to see him, we got into an argument, my dad pushed 
me into a tree & pointed his gun at my head and said; “I should have finished you off the first 
time”. Then pulled the trigger & the gun didn’t go off, I got away he pointed the gun at a tree & it 
went off.  Praise God for His Love, Grace & Mercy.  Through prayer & healing I have come to 
the point where I can talk about him which I could not do for a very long time.  I am able to 
forgive him now, and I praise God for that.  No matter how much you get hurt and scared there is 
always forgiveness through Jesus Christ. If it was not for Jesus, my wife and my wife’s loving 
family and our Church friends I wouldn’t be where I am today. 
As time went on, I was looking for answers, I came to the point and asked myself, is there a God?                       
One day at a course I was taking, Kerrie Lee started, we became friends, she asked me to come to 
Church with her, I would say “one day” she asked me again, so I said yes. 
When I went, I thought they were all mad, but 4 weeks later I became a Born again Christian. 
Nine months later Kerrie-Lee became my wife, God has blessed us with three beautiful children 2 
girls & one boy, we are now based in Toowoomba, God has blessed us abundantly over the past 9 
years, we can’t stop thanking Him.   We have been trained as Pastors with “Australian Outback 
Ministries”
